DESCRIPTION
CD45 McAb recognizes 180, 190, 205 and 220KD long single chain type I transmembrane 
glycoprotein called leukocyte common antigen (LCA). LCA is typically at high levels on all 
nucleated hematopoietic cells including bone marrow cells, thymocytes, lymphocytes, 
monocytes, granulocytes, but not on mature erythrocytes, platelets and non-
hematopoietic tissues and cells. CD45 is critically required for T and B cell antigen 
receptor-mediated activation.

PREPARATION
The monoclonal antibody is purified from ascites by protein G affinity chromatography.

USAGE
The purified reagent is effective for indirect immunofluorescence staining of human cells 
for flow cytometric analysis and is tested for immunohistochemical staining of acetone-
fixed frozen sections and formalin–fixed paraffin sections. 

STORAGE
Store at 4℃. For long-term storage aliquot and store at -20℃. Avoid freeze and thaw 
cycles.
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
